I will go through the step by step of how to install them.

My truck has vinyl floors.

This is what I got in the mail, a factory rear cupholder.
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Picture 2 shows my rear floorboard, and you can obviously tell where the cupholder goes.
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Picture 3 shows the retaining clips I removed to inspect under the vinyl.

Picture 4 shows the cutout in the floor under the vinyl.  You won't have to remove your vinyl or carpet now that I have shown you what is under there.
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I then reinstalled the retaining clips.

Picture 5 shows the cupholder placed on the raised portion of the floor.  You can press down on the vinyl or carpet and can feel the cutout.
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Picture 6. No turning back now, I used a razor knife to cut through the vinyl.  As picture 7 shows, I cut a cross, then cut the vinyl back just to the inside edge of the cutout in the floor.  The cupholder has clips on it that lock into the cutout.
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Picture 8 shows the new cupholder in the floor.  Just put it in the cutout and press down until the clips snap into place.
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The rest of the pictures show the finial result!!  Looks factory to me!!
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
